Fit and proper person

When considering whether an applicant is a fit and proper person to practise on own account, the New Zealand
Law Society Te Kahui Ture o Aotearoa (Law Society) takes into account the functions required for the practice

of law. This is essential to enable regulation of the profession in a way that protects both consumers of legal
services and the wellbeing of practitioners.

These functions include (but are not limited to): adhering to lawyers' fundamental ethical obligations to clients
and the courts, and making careful judgements sometimes in time critical and stressful situations. It will also be
relevant to consider any behaviour which may potentially impact adversely on clients, other members of the legal
profession, or members of the public.

While it is expected that applicants would declare a persistent or recurrent condition, minor mental health matters
and one-off episodes of illness need not be declared.
